RealWear Navigator™ 500 is a hands-free, Android™ tablet-class wearable computer for 

industrial workers. RealWear Navigator provides the foundation for Connected Worker 

programs. 

Use it in wet, dusty, hot, dangerous, and loud industrial environments. 

A fully rugged head-mounted device, it optionally snaps into safety helmets or attaches to bump 

caps and can be used with safety glasses or corrective eyewear. 

The high-resolution micro display fits just below your line of sight and views like a 7-inch screen 

at arm’s length. It is an industrial dashboard: there when you need it and out of your way when 

you don’t. 

RealWear Navigator works with a vast application ecosystem of over 200 leading apps from our 

solution partners, each optimized for the micro display and voice-controlled navigation. That 

means using simple voice commands with no scrolling, swiping, or tapping.

1.2.1 Your Device Details 

1.2.1.1 Power Button/Fingerprint Sensor 

There is a button/fingerprint sensor on the front of the battery side of the device. This is used to 

unlock RealWear Navigator, power ON, power OFF, put into sleep mode, or wake from sleep. 

 

Power Button/Fingerprint Sensor 

1.2.1.2 Action Button 

The Action Button is the large, square button in between the camera and left/right buttons. A 

single tap serves as a failsafe method of returning you to your home screen. Three quick, 

consecutive taps on the Action Button will toggle the microphone array between front and back 

configurations. 

1.2.1.2.1 Left and Right Buttons 

The left and right buttons next to the Action Button can be used to turn the volume on the 

RealWear Navigator up or down and can be used by developers for other functions.

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1.2.1.3 Micro SD Card Door 

The micro SD card door on the inside of the RealWear Navigator band is opened with a 001 

Phillips head screwdriver. Insert a FAT32 formatted micro SD card with a maximum capacity of 

512 GB for portable storage.

1.2.1.4 Swappable Camera 

The swappable camera is located above the boom arm and can be pivoted up and down. It can 

capture images/photos up to 12MP photos and videos up to 1080p. It also includes a built-in 

flashlight that can be controlled with your voice.

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1.2.1.4.1 Remove the Camera 

 

IMPORTANT 

Make sure a camera or camera cover is installed when 
operating RealWear Navigator. The device will not work 
without a RealWear-branded camera or camera cover 
installed. 

To remove the camera, do the following: 

1. Push the camera latch forward.

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1.2.1.4.2 Install the Camera 

To install the camera, do the following: 

1. Align the camera female connector with the device male connector. 

2. Gently press the camera until the camera is flush with the device. 

3. Press the camera tab down until it snaps securely into place. 

1.2.1.5 Boom Arm 

The Boom Arm allows the user to adjust the positioning of the Display Pod and allows for 6 

degrees of freedom, which means it can be adjusted up and down, left and right, and forward 

and back. It is comprised of a Shoulder, Elbow, and Wrist joint (imagine the human arm). Its 

orientation can be inverted to allow use by left or right eye dominant users.

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1.2.1.6 Display Pod 

The display pod can be rotated and adjusted so the user can see the display clearly. The 

display is an 854 x 480p 24-bit color LCD display with 20° Field of View (FOV) and 1-meter focal 

depth.

1.2.1.7 Display Pod Pivot 

The display pod can pivot in multiple directions to allow you to view the RealWear Navigator 

display from the angle you need.

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1.2.1.7.1 Tighten the Display Pod Pivot 

Over time, the display pod pivot can lose tension and the display pod will not stay in a set 

position at the end of the boom arm. 

To tighten the display pod pivot, do the following: 

1. Pull the pivot cover away from display pod. 

2. Turn the pivot knob clockwise to tighten.

3. Align the pivot cover with the display pod. 

Note: The pivot cover can only be installed if it is positioned correctly. Make sure the long 

edge of the pivot cover is aligned with the long edge of the display pod. 

4. Gently press the pivot cover until the pivot cover is flush with the display pod.

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1.2.1.8 Microphone Array 

There are two sets of two microphones on RealWear Navigator. The Primary Microphones 

handle user input, while the reference microphones cancel external noise. The front 

microphones, active by default, are located on the display pod. The rear microphones are 

located on the side of the device opposite from the boom arm. These are used when issuing 

voice commands while the boom arm is out of your field of view.

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1.2.1.10 Battery 

RealWear Navigator requires a rechargeable battery to function. The device ships with the 

battery uninstalled. Go to section 4.10.3 Remove and Replace the Battery for battery removal 

and replacement instructions. 

Note: Press the battery button to check the battery charge level. The battery indicator lights 

illuminate white to show the battery charge level.

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1.2.1.12 Auxiliary Jack 

Headphones can be connected to RealWear Navigator using the 3.5mm headphone jack on the 

back of the RealWear Navigator, under the flap on the side of RealWear Navigator, on the 

opposite side from the USB-C charging port. We recommend using RealWear 33 dB noise-

reduction earbuds with your RealWear Navigator.

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3 Device Setup 

3.1 Wearing Your Device 

This article will walk you through how to wear your RealWear Navigator™ 500 device and 

ensure the best possible experience. 

3.1.1 Determining Eye Dominance 

First, it is important to determine your dominant eye. Viewing the RealWear Navigator display 

with your dominant eye will allow for the most clear and comfortable use of the device. 

Eye dominance is the tendency to prefer visual input from one eye to the other. It is best to use 

your dominant eye when viewing the display. 

Note: Eye dominance is not related to right- or left-handedness. 

To determine which eye is dominant, do the following: 

1. Form a triangle with your hands placed together at arm’s length. 

 

Form a Triangle 

2. With both eyes open, focus on a distant object centered in the triangle. 

3. Maintain focus on the object centered in the triangle and - keep your head and both hands 

stationary. 

4. Close your right eye. If the object is still in the triangle, you are left-eye dominant. 
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5. Repeat step 3 and close your left eye. If the object is still in the triangle, you are right-eye 

dominant. 

Note: If the object is in the triangle with either eye, then you are dominant eye neutral.

3.1.1.1 Your Dominant Eye Configuration 

After your dominant eye is determined, set up RealWear Navigator so the display and camera 

are aligned with the dominant eye side of your head. 

If the display and camera are not positioned on your dominant eye side, do the following: 

1. Place RealWear Navigator on a flat surface. 

2. Raise the boom arm above the camera and flip RealWear Navigator over. 

3. Bend the boom arm so the display is positioned below the camera on your dominant eye 

side.

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3.1.2 Attach Head-Mounting Accessories 

The following accessories can be used with RealWear Navigator, followed by attachment 

instructions, as required: 

• Workband 

• Hardhat with clips 

• Protective eyewear 

• Baseball cap 

• Tri strap 

3.1.2.1 Attach the Workband 

To attach and position the Workband, do the following: 

1. Place the Workband on your head and adjust the Velcro strap to a comfortable fit. 

2. Push the Workband clips into the slots on each side of RealWear Navigator.

3. After the Workband is attached to RealWear Navigator, position it on your head. 

4. Roughly level the device with ground. 

5. Position the Workband horizontally across your forehead. 

Note: For an optimal experience, it is recommended that the display is close to the center 

line of your face, in front of and close to your eye.

3.1.2.2 Attach the Hardhat with Clips 

To attach RealWear Navigator to a hardhat with clips, do the following: 

Note: To purchase hardhat clips for RealWear Navigator, go to shop.realwear.com. 

1. Hook the hardhat clips into RealWear Navigator band and snap them into place.

2. Slide the clips into the hardhat accessory slots. 

Note: Make sure RealWear Navigator band sits outside of the hardhat harness.

3. Put on the hardhat and tighten until secured and comfortable, as required. 

4. To remove RealWear Navigator from the hardhat, pinch the clip fingers and push the clip 

out of the hardhat accessory slots. 

3.1.2.3 Using RealWear Navigator with Eye Protection 

RealWear Navigator is designed to work well with or without eyeglasses or eye protection. 

Continue to wear eyeglasses or eye protection when using RealWear Navigator, as required. 

Note: RealWear recommends wearing eye protection when using RealWear Navigator. 

3.1.3 Fit Adjustments 

Once RealWear Navigator is comfortable and secure using the Workband or other Personal 

Protective Equipment (PPE), it is time to adjust the fit for optimal use. 

To adjust RealWear Navigator for optimal use, do the following: 

1. Use the boom arm to adjust the display pod so the display pod is positioned close to the 

centerline of your dominant eye. 

2. Move the display pod slightly below and 1.5 to 2 inches in front of your dominant eye. 

Note: Hold the back of RealWear Navigator when moving the boom arm inward to make 

sure the device stays in place.

3. Press and hold the power button for 3 seconds to turn ON RealWear Navigator. 

4. Wait approximately 15 seconds for startup to complete and the display to turn ON. 

5. Rotate and tilt the display pod until all four corners of the home screen are visible. 

Note: When using the camera, rotate the camera and make sure the view is forward and 

unobstructed. 

 

IMPORTANT 

If you cannot clearly see the home screen, make sure the 
RealWear Navigator is positioned correctly and that it is 
in front of your dominant eye.

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3.2 Remote Web Browser Configuration 

The Configuration App, located in My Programs on your RealWear Navigator device, scans a 

QR code that contains information for language, time zone, time, and Wi-Fi connections. 

To configure the device remotely from a web browser, do the following: 

Note: Before doing this procedure, download the RealWear Companion from the Apple App 

Store or Google Play. 

1. Open a web browser from your computer. 

2. Go to support.realwear.com/knowledge or realwear.setupmyhmt.com/configure. 

3. Click Configuration. 

Note: You can also click the Configuration link in the navigation bar at the top of the web 

page. 

4. Click First Time Setup. 

5. Select the language and click Next. 

6. Select the world region and time zone. 

7. The Set Automatically checkbox is checked by default using the values from your 

computer or mobile device. 

Note: To change the default settings, uncheck the box and make any applicable changes. 

8. Set the date and time and click Next. 

Note: You can also enter the Wi-Fi network SSID and password to set up the Wi-Fi 

network for RealWear Navigator. Most networks use WPA/WPA2 security. 

9. Click Generate Code to create a QR code on the computer or mobile device display. 

10. Put on RealWear Navigator and turn it ON. 

Note: When you turn ON RealWear Navigator for the first time, a remote configuration 

page opens on the display. 

11. Say “NAVIGATE HOME” and then say, “MY PROGRAMS”.

12. Say “CONFIGURATION”. RealWear Navigator will start to beep. 

13. Point the RealWear Navigator camera at your PC or mobile device to capture the QR code. 

14. A tone sounds after the QR code is scanned, and you are redirected to the previous screen. 

3.3 Bluetooth Setup 

Connect RealWear Navigator to other Bluetooth devices, in Bluetooth primary or Bluetooth 

secondary modes. 

• In Primary mode, RealWear Navigator can connect to audio devices such as Bluetooth 

earpieces and Bluetooth speakers. 

• In Secondary mode, RealWear Navigator can connect to mobile phones and act as a 

Bluetooth microphone/headset for the phone. 
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To change the Bluetooth mode, do the following: 

1. Go to My Programs and say “SETTINGS”. 

 

“SETTINGS” Command 

2. Say “PAGE DOWN” until the RealWear setting is listed. 

3. Say “REALWEAR” or “SELECT ITEM #”. 

 

“REALWEAR” Command 

4. Bluetooth Mode settings will appear. Secondary is selected by default. Say "BLUETOOTH 

MODE" to toggle between Primary and Secondary modes. 
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3.4 Security Setup 

RealWear Navigator uses Android Screen Lock to secure access to your device. When using 

Screen Lock, you can set up a PIN or use a fingerprint scan to unlock your RealWear Navigator. 

Note: When configuring the fingerprint scan, you must choose a PIN to unlock your RealWear 

Navigator in case the fingerprint scan cannot be used. 

3.4.1 Screen Lock with PIN 

To set up screen lock with a Personal Identification Number (PIN), do the following: 

1. From the RealWear Navigator home page, say “MY PROGRAMS”. 

2. Say “SETTINGS”. 

3. Say “SECURITY” or say, “SELECT ITEM 6”. 

Note: Some options can be selected by saying either the name of the option, or the 

number that is displayed next to the name. 

4. Say “SCREEN LOCK”, and then say “PIN”. 

5. In the Enter Your PIN page, say the word shown under each number to select the 

respective number. 

 

Enter Your PIN 

6. Say “ACCEPT”. 

7. Say the words for your PIN again to confirm the selection, and then say “ACCEPT”. 
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8. Review the display options and say the option you prefer for your lock page notifications. 

9. Say “DONE”. 

3.4.2 Screen Lock with Fingerprint and PIN 

Note: A PIN is required to scan your fingerprint. 

To set up a PIN and scan your fingerprint, do the following: 

1. From the RealWear Navigator home page, say “MY PROGRAMS”. 

2. Say “SETTINGS”. 

3. Say “SECURITY” or say, “SELECT ITEM 6”. 

Note: Some options can be selected by saying either the name of the option, or the 

number that is displayed next to the name. 

4. Say “FINGERPRINT”. 

5. Say “FINGERPRINT AND PIN”. 

6. Repeat steps 5 through 7 in the Screen Lock with PIN Only section to set your PIN. 

7. Say one of the lock screen display options listed. 

8. Say “DONE”.

To download and install a wireless firmware update, do the following:

The micro SD card provides additional RealWear Navigator storage for media files and 

documents. 

3.7.1 Insert a Micro SD Card 

To insert a micro SD card into RealWear Navigator, do the following: 

1. Use a Philips #00 screwdriver to loosen the two screws that secure the micro SD card slot 

cover. 

2. Remove the micro SD slot cover. 

3. Gently push down on the micro SD slot to release the slot.

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4 Interacting with Your Device 

4.1 WearHF™ Voice Control 

WearHF™ is an innovative software solution that allows you to use your RealWear Navigator™ 

500 as a hands-free device. It is easy to use and loaded with intuitive functions. 

4.1.1 “Say What You See” Speech Recognition 

RealWear Navigator devices operate based on speech recognition. Instead of pressing or 

tapping a control button on the screen, all you need to do is speak the name of the respective 

control. RealWear Navigator devices use the latest technology for advanced noise cancellation 

and speech recognition which work even in the harshest noisy environments. It can recognize 

many different languages and accents and can detect the command even if you speak in a low 

voice. 

All the commands associated with the specific screen should be displayed clearly on the screen, 

usually in ALL CAPITAL LETTERS. You can operate the device by speaking the name of any 

control. For example, the Home Screen has large icons with respective names such as "MY 

PROGRAMS" or "MY FILES". To access these applications, you can say the application name 

and the corresponding screen is launched.

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4.1.2 Anytime Access Help 

You can access the help information regarding the commands associated with a particular 

screen using the “SHOW HELP” command. The “SHOW HELP” command is displayed on all 

the screens. The help screen is displayed as a pop-up window. You can either say the 

command you desire or say "HIDE HELP" to close the pop-up window. Even when the help 

window is closed, RealWear Navigator will continue to listen for and respond to those 

commands.

4.1.3 Alternate Speech Recognition 

Sometimes, the control on the screen has no name, is a scroll button without a label, or is a file 

with an unpronounceable filename such as 3454-x.pdf. WearHF™ automatically proposes an 

alternative speech command and assigns a number. This number is displayed next to the 

respective control on the screen. To recall the specific control numbers for that screen, say 

“SHOW HELP”. To select a specific control, use the number assigned to it. For example, you 

can say “SELECT ITEM 1” to select the item associated with number 1. 

Note: Some command numbers might be hidden by a “SHOW HELP” command. It may bring 

up both the command label popup and the alternative speech command numbers. When 

you say, "HIDE HELP", the command numbers will remain on the screen for a moment 

in order to see those items behind the pop-up window.

4.1.4 Mute Microphone 

To stop the speech recognizer, say “MUTE MICROPHONE”. The device will not respond to your 

voice commands while the microphone is muted, and the user message “Press ACTION button 

to reactivate microphones” appears in red.

4.2 Microphone Settings 

The front microphones are built into the display pod and provide optimal noise-cancellation. If 

using RealWear Navigator with the display moved out of your line of sight, you can use rear 

microphones built into the frame of RealWear Navigator. 

To toggle between front and rear microphones, press the Action Button three times quickly. 

When the rear microphones are active, an audio notification is played, and a message is 

displayed on the screen. When the front microphones are active, another audio notification is 

played the message is removed.

Notifications are actionable messages sent from the operating system and applications. To 

access notifications, say "SHOW NOTIFICATIONS".

Recent 

notifications are presented as items in a list.

4.6 Action and Volume Buttons 

RealWear Navigator has an Action Button and two volume buttons. See section  

Action Button controls, found in the My Controls menu, allows a RealWear Navigator user to 

change the result of a single press of the Action Button. The Action Button control is present in 

My Controls and set to Home Screen mode. Saying "ACTION BUTTON" while in My Controls 

will activate a selection for the RealWear Navigator user. "HOMESCREEN" and "NOISE 

CAPTURE" are the two options and the text below the ACTION BUTTON command shows the 

current setting. In the example above, the current state is HOMESCREEN and the command 

"NOISE CAPTURE" may be selected. 

When set to Noise Capture mode pressing the Action Button will alternatively disable or enable 

the noise cancellation ability of the RealWear Navigator, allowing external noise to be captured 

in video/audio transmission and recordings. A single press of the Action Button enters Noise 

Capture mode (and disables noise cancellation); this displays a warning on the screen while 

active and voice commands will not be recognized. Another single press of the button reinstates 

noise cancellation and restores voice command ability. Voice commands are disabled because 

non-noise captured sound will usually launch unwanted commands. 

Use the Volume Buttons to adjust the volume on RealWear Navigator. 
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4.7 Speech Keyboard 

Speech Keyboard is the default method by which text may be entered into a text field using 

RealWear Navigator. When a text entry screen is brought into focus or selected, the hands-free 

keyboard is displayed overlaying part of the application. 

Speech keyboard provides various input methods: 

• Remote Keyboard 

• Dictation 

• Secure Keyboard 

• Voice Keyboard 

• Barcode Reader

4.7.1 Remote Keyboard

Note: If the keyboard becomes hidden or accidentally closed, use the "SELECT ITEM #" 

command to select the text field again and the speech keyboard will reappear.

RealWear Navigator will monitor the battery charge and display a warning when the battery 

charge is 15%, 10%, and 5%. Each battery charge warning is a different color. 

Say “DISMISS” to dismiss the warning. Say “START SWAP” to begin hot swapping the battery. 

See the Battery Hot Swap section for more information. 

4.10.3 Remove and Replace the Battery 

RealWear Navigator ships with a rechargeable battery and requires the battery to power ON. 

To remove the rechargeable battery, do the following: 

1. Press the tab on the forward edge of the battery, next to the power button. 

2. Pull the battery away from RealWear Navigator. 

To replace the rechargeable battery, do the following: 

1. Slide the battery into the battery compartment at a slight angle until the connections are 

seated and the battery is flush with the battery compartment. 

Note: See the illustration below for the correct position of the battery before latching the 

battery into place. 

2. Pull back on the battery tab and push the battery into place. 

3. Release the battery tab to secure the battery in the battery compartment.

8.2.1.1 Zooming and Panning 

To zoom in say "ZOOM LEVEL #", selecting a level from 1 to 5. When a document is zoomed in 

at any level past level 1, you can move your head to view different areas of the document. 

A small thumbnail will appear in the upper left part of the screen with a purple rectangle 

representing the current view. 

If you want to lock the location of the document, say, "FREEZE WINDOW". You can then move 

your head while the view is frozen. 

To return to panning say, "CONTROL WINDOW". Even when frozen, the view can be zoomed 

in or out. To return a zoomed in window to the exact center say, "RESET WINDOW".

8.3 My Photos Folder 

The My Photos folder contains all still image files organized into folders in supported formats. 

Say “MY PHOTOS” to open the My Photos folder. By default, the Camera folder appears. 

Note: Images copied to the SD card are stored outside the Camera folder. Images taken with 

the My Camera app are stored inside the Camera folder. 

Browse images by looking left or right, then say "SELECT ITEM #" to open the applicable file. 

Say “CAMERA” to open the Camera folder.

8.3.1 More Options 

Say "MORE OPTIONS" to edit or sort the files.

8.4 My Downloads Folder

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8.5 My Drives Folder 

The My Drives folder contains all the drives saved, both locally to your device and externally to 

your micro SD card. Say “MY DRIVES” to open the My Drives folder.

8.6 Deleting Files 

Use Edit Mode to delete files from the My Media, My Documents, and My Photos folders. 

To use Edit Mode to delete files, do the following: 

1. Go to the applicable folder.

3. Say “EDIT MODE” to select one or more of the files shown.

4. Say “SELECT ITEM #” to select the applicable file. A checkmark indicates the file is 

selected.

6. To delete the selected files, say “DELETE SELECTED”.

10.3 Battery and Charger Safety 

10.3.1 Battery Performance 

 

WARNING 

Always use the correct battery model. There is a risk of 
explosion while charging if a battery other than the 
specified model is used. 

 

 

IMPORTANT 

If you purchase a power adapter to charge your device, 
make sure the power adapter meets the standard 
requirements. 

A rechargeable battery powers your device. Always use only the original type of RealWear 

battery that came with the device. Use the battery only for its intended purpose. Never use any 

charger or battery that is damaged. If the battery is completely discharged, it may take a few 

minutes before the charging indicator appears on the display or before the device can be used. 

The full performance of a new battery is achieved only after 3 to 4 complete charge and 

discharge cycles. The battery can be charged and discharged for multiple cycles, but it will 

eventually wear out. Unplug the charger from the electrical plug and the device when not in use. 

Ensure that you do not leave the fully charged battery connected to the charger. If left unused, a 

fully charged battery will lose its charge over time. 
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10.3.2 Battery Replacement 

If the RealWear Navigator battery is not charging properly, replace the battery with an original 

RealWear battery. If a replacement battery is being used for the first time or if the battery has 

not been used for a prolonged period, it may be necessary to connect the charger and then 

disconnect and reconnect it to begin charging the battery. 

10.3.3 Battery Disposal 

Do not dispose of batteries in a fire as they may explode. Batteries may also explode if 

damaged. Dispose of batteries according to local regulations and recycle when possible. Do not 

dispose as household waste. Do not dismantle, open or shred cells or batteries. In the event of 

a battery leak, do not allow the liquid to contact the skin or eyes. In the event of leak or a hazard 

seek medical help immediately.  

10.3.4 Avoid Short Circuit 

Do not short-circuit the battery. An accidental short-circuit can occur when a metallic object such 

as a coin, clip, or pen causes direct connection of the positive (+) and negative (-) terminals of 

the battery. This might happen, for example, when you carry a spare battery in your pocket or 

toolbox. A short-circuit at the terminals may damage the battery or the connecting object. 

10.3.5 Avoid High Temperatures 

Leaving the battery in hot or cold places, such as in a closed car in summer or winter conditions, 

will reduce the capacity and lifetime of the battery. For the best results, try to keep the battery 

between -10°C and +50°C (+14°F and 122°F). A device with a hot or cold battery may not work 

temporarily, even when the battery is fully charged. Battery performance is particularly limited in 

temperatures well below freezing.

11.1 Device Cleaning 

11.1.1 Battery Cleaning

voided, and the battery should be disposed of properly. 

Use any of the following to wipe down the RealWear Navigator™ 500 battery: 

• Damp cloth and mild soap 

• Isopropyl alcohol wipes 

• Dry cloth 

• Cotton swabs 

• Toothbrush 

11.1.2 Hard Surface Cleaning 

 

WARNING 

Never submerge RealWear Navigator. Make sure all 
covers are securely shut when cleaning the device. 

Use any of the following to wipe down the RealWear Navigator hard surfaces: 

• Damp cloth and mild soap 

• Isopropyl alcohol wipes 

11.1.2.1 Display and Camera Cleaning 

Use any of the following to wipe down the RealWear Navigator display and camera: 

• Microfiber cloth 

• Dry cloth and screen cleaner solution 
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11.1.3 Fabric Cleaning 

Clean the Workband with isopropyl alcohol wipes, as required. The Workband will require 

replacement with normal wear over time. Go to https://shop.realwear.com to order a 

replacement Workband, as required. 

11.1.4 Accessories Cleaning 

Go to https://shop.realwear.com to order replacement parts, as required. 

11.1.4.1 Hardhat Clips 

Clean hardhat clips with isopropyl alcohol wipes or water, as required. 

Note: Use toothpicks to remove dirt from the hardhat clips. 

11.1.4.2 Hearing Protection Ear Buds 

 

WARNING 

Do not use water or a cleaning solution to clean the 
RealWear Navigator ear buds or foam tips. Excessive 
moisture can damage the ear buds and foam. 

Polish the ear buds with a dry or slightly damp cloth, as required. 

11.1.4.2.1 Foam Tips 

Clean the ear bud foam tips with a dry cloth, as required. The ear bud foam tips are made of 

memory foam and will eventually require replacement with normal use over time. 

11.2 Device Storage 

To properly store RealWear Navigator, do the following: 

• Store the device in a cool, dry place. 

• Store the device on a level surface or hang it securely on a wall.

12.4 Specific Absorption Rate Information 

12.4.1 United States Radiation Exposure Statement 

This device meets the government’s requirements for exposure to radio waves. This device is 

designed and manufactured not to exceed the emission limits for exposure to Radio Frequency 

(RF) energy set by the Federal Communications Commission of the U.S. Government. The 

exposure standard for wireless devices employs a unit of measurement known as the Specific 

Absorption Rate (SAR). The SAR limit set by the FCC is 1.6 W/2.2 lbs. (1.6 W/kg). Tests for 

SAR are conducted using standard operating positions accepted by the FCC with the device 

transmitting at its highest certified power level in all tested frequency bands. No minimum 

separation distance needs to be maintained between the user’s body and the device, including 

the antenna, during body-worn operation to comply with the RF exposure requirements in the 

United States and Canada. The limit recommended by FCC and IC is 1.6 W/2.2 lbs. (1.6 W/kg) 

averaged over 0.04 oz. (1 g) of tissue. 

The highest SAR value of the RealWear Navigator for use by ear is 0.95 W/2.2 lbs. (0.95 W/kg) 

averaged over 0.04 oz. (1 g) of tissue. 

12.4.2 Europe Radiation Exposure Statement 

No minimum separation distance needs to be maintained between the user's body and the 

device, including the antenna during body-worn operation to comply with the RF Exposure 

requirements in Europe. The limit recommended by RED is 2 W/kg (2 W/2.2 lbs.) average over 

10 g (0.4 oz.) of tissue. 

The highest SAR value of the RealWear Navigator for use by the ear is 0.267 W/kg (0.267 

W/2.2 lbs. average over 10 g (4 oz.) of tissue.
